Our grammar focus in this lesson is about doing two things at the same time. The pattern we use to
communicate thisis& X2 Y (bin1 X binl Y). This means "to do both X and Y at the same time" or "to do X
while also doing Y." You can replace X and Y with whatever verbs you wish, as in the following examples:

1. 2058, BETE,
binl zou6 gungl fo3, binl tengl jam1 ngokeé.
"To do homework and listen to music at the same time."

2. 215 T ZHGEMRE,
binl wan2 gungl, binl sanl cing?2 jin4 gau3 sangl.
"To look for work and apply for a graduate position at the same time."



3. BEMEET, EIER.
ngo5 binl zou6 wui6 gai3, binl waanZ2 jiu4 gun2.
"I'm an accountant, and at the same time, a rocker."

Did you know that 38 X 32 Y (binl X bin1 Y) is actually colloquial and shortened version of the pattern —i&
X—32Y (jatl binl X jatl binl Y) and that i# here can also be pronounced in the 6th tone (biné), as in the
sentence H—2MEst, —EL¥ER "I'm an accountant, and also a rocker".
